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not know of Curragh or Curragh's involvement in the1

project until probably after Curragh had made its offer2

to Suncor.  Is that fair?3

A. I don't want -- you know, I took an oath this4

morning, and I'm not going to lie, but I'm not going to5

just answer questions just to satisfy you either.  I can6

tell you I wasn't involved in any way until after I7

became Minister.  I might have been as a Member informed8

about things.  I might have met Gerald Phillips in the9

meantime.  I would think it might be likely.  Clearly,10

the papers would have something about Curragh buying the11

project.  I don't know.  I didn't review that.  If you12

have some documents, I'll review them and explain them to13

you.14

Q. When do you recall first meeting Mr. Frame?15

A. My recollection is after the project was well on the16

way.17

Q. And can you identify that for me?  What are you18

talking about in terms of timeframe.19

A. Well, I would say that maybe the first time I talked20

to him -- the Premier told me to come in his office and21

they had him on a speaker phone, and there was some other22

people there.  And I think that's -- I said, "Hello,"23

that's about it.  I didn't know him.24
