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A. -- the safety of the --1

COMMISSIONER -- anything from any interested party, Mr.2

Cameron.3

A. -- and the direction in the future.4

COMMISSIONER Yeah, yeah.  Thank you.5

MR. MERRICK Actually, Mr. Cameron, I anticipate you6

and I will have an opportunity yet to discuss those7

points verbally as well.8

A. Okay.9

Q. So you can reflect on them overnight and be prepared10

to talk to us about them.  11

But let me finish off the point that you were making12

because I think this is -- this may be a very important13

point.14

Let's use Westray as a case, because that is the15

topic before us.  And on this business of sometimes we16

destroy, with the injection of politics, what we try to17

do, and sometimes we create.  What should we have done18

different with Westray?19

Now you have said to us there should have been a20

spirit of cooperation, provincially and federally.  But21

can -- I'm sure you've thought about this, in fact, I22

warned you that I would ask you questions like this.  How23

should it have been done differently than it was?24
