A. Well, I'm not sure. I'm concerned about -- I'm
concerned about our system of justice, even the politics
of this whole issue has creeped into there, but | think

we will let that go.

Q. Let me ask you the last question and it's based on
the fact that this Westray tragedy, at the end of the

day, was a very human tragedy --

A. Absolutely.

Q. -- that has tremendously affected a lot of people,
some much more greatly than others. What has it meant to
you?

A. Well, it's a sadness you feel that you never get
over. It's a -- as someone has lost someone in an
accident, killed, and found that person that was very
close to me, | know the horrors of looking down at your
loved one and knowing they're dead and they're never,
ever going to be there again.

And the time it takes to get over that, the healing
process, the grieving process and how, after time, your
tears and your sorrows turn to some happiness because you
start remembering the times you enjoyed and the good
things you did.

The sad thing about this situation, it's become such
a political issue, such a media event, that we have
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
