Q. But from Mr. Cameron, from any records that | have
seen, and | did peruse a lot of the records that were
supplied for this hearing, | cannot find any record where
the actual coal that was above 400 feet from surface was
given or granted to any company before it was granted to
Curragh. | would like that to be a part of the evidence
here, please.

A. Well, Commissioner, all companies, and | think
you'll find out that they will not come into an area

unless they have access to coal. Suncor was very
concerned about that, and that was an issue at the time.

COMMISSIONER | think that's part of the record, Mr.
